*55859RCK Installation Instructions
for 1955-59 Chevy Truck Rear Axle Conversion Kit

The rear axle in an original 1955-59 truck is at-
tached to the bottom of the rear leaf springs. This
configuration supports the trucks stock ride height.
"Flipping" the rear axle or attaching the rear axle
above the rear leaf springs will lower the vehicle
from 4-5 inches. Our 1955-59 Rear Axle Conver-
sion Kit can be used either way. Simply weld the
spring pad on top of the axle housing and attach it
to the underside of the springs to retain the factory
ride height (shown), or weld the spring pad on the
bottom of the axle housing and attach it to the top
of the springs to lower the vehicle.

When installing the lower shock
mount brackets they should be
positioned so that the shocks
are parallel with the axle center-
line and parallel to each other
(straight up and down). If the
truck is lowered the mount may
be positioned outward from the
axle centerline, but doing so
would limit shock. Instead of
doing this we recommend using
a shortened shock so they can
be kept as close to parallel as
possible.
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
